1.  All entries must be in the hands of the County Secretary not later than first post on 21 December.
2. The competition draw takes place on or before the second Wednesday in March

3. Competitors will be notified of the draw by their Area Competition Secretary. Challenger should contact
opponents immediately with a view to playing any preliminary rounds as soon as possible. Competitors
should also view the County Website (click on the Areas/Comps menu) wherever relevant for updates.

6. A Competitor must not represent or allow his name to be submitted from more than one Club in any one
year. Note: subsidised meals are unlikely to be supplied for Regional Quarter and Semi Final games

7. “B”and “C” Forms must be returned together. Competition fees are not accepted without affiliation fees.
Once submitted, fees are not refunded.

8. Do not send your Forms in until you are sure all the entries from your Members have been received;
entries from individuals cannot be entertained — all entries must come through the Club Secretary.

9. SECRETARIES COMPETITION. Read final page for the rules (provided that the Competitor remains in
Office throughout the competition, otherwise his entry will be terminated). No fee is charged. ,
